	Name of Initiative: Experimental Classroom
	Impact for students: The experimental classroom will facilitate collaborative learning in a technology rich environment. The classroom will have a flexible configuration that allows instructors to experiment with different methods of teaching and learning and will support active learning strategies. The classroom could also be utilized by faculty who simply need a computer lab to support their courses a few times per semester.

The Faculty Instructional Technology survey indicated a growth mindset toward technology adoption (with at least 60% of faculty indicating high interest in every specific technology listed). Having a dedicated space for teaching, learning, and training will provide the opportunity for faculty to teach and experiment in a technology rich environment. Moreover, this space will support Institutional Goals 1 and 2  by providing the opportunity for the college to explore technology innovations that support student learning. The space would allow faculty to experiment with technologies such as student response systems, mobile devices, multimedia in the classroom, and other technology-enhanced learning. The multimedia displays could serve a variety of purposes such as displaying simulations, watching educational videos, sharing content and more. In a recent Shasta College survey, 75% of participants indicated that they would use a space for experimentation and training. The college will have the opportunity to learn which technologies work well for the campus and can plan for larger scale adoption of those technologies (helping institutionalize effective planning practices (Goal 4). Enhanced technology facilities will also better support STEM related degrees and certificates by improving pathways into the college and better preparing transfer students. Active learning  makes a significant difference in performance in STEM courses. 

	Partnerships: Modern classroom facilities could play a role in recruiting students to the college (especially STEM majors). The space could also be used to host meetings and trainings with intersegmental partners. Ultimately the space would highlight the college as a modern educational institution and show that the college invests in technology to support student learning. A main purpose of the space is to promote active learning strategies which should have an impact on success and therefore time to degree completion.
	Support: Facility use data will be tracked and instructors who book the space will be surveyed on a semesterly basis so that the college develops a better understanding of technology needs on campus. Instructors who adopt technologies supported by this space would be able to compare course outcomes from previous semesters. Once the classroom space is created, faculty would need scheduling support and training support.
